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Investigation and Analysis of postgraduate and Internship of Clinical Medicine Intern

[Abstract] Objective: To understand the idea of the time conflict between practice and postgraduate entrance
examination, and to explore the ways to alleviate the conflict between practice and postgraduate entrance
examination of clinical medicine professional interns. Methods: questionnaire survey and interview were adopted
for clinical medicine interns in our hospital, so as to collect the intention, purpose, and the time arrangement
between postgraduate and internship. Results: 100% of the students have the intention of postgraduate entrance
examination, 76% of the students is for better employment, and 54% of the students mainly allocate their time
between the internship and postgraduate entrance examination time conflict. Conclusion: There is a conflict between
the postgraduate entrance examination and internship time of clinical medicine interns, and all parties need to put
forward countermeasures to solve it together.
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
